VERY IMPORTANT

Always Slowly sail in a straight line

until 300m away from the coast. This is 100m
past the yellow buoys

Go out and come in between the 2 yellow
buoys

Do NOT sail over a buoy. There is a chain under
it and it will break down the propeller
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Attention the police is very strict with
the 300m rule and the fine can be
high (400 Euros) if you do not re-
spect it. The 300m is not marked at
the Lake so you better keep enough
distance.

We bring you to the motorboat by pedal boat

If you go on the pedal boat, the heavier persons
shout go first. The lighter persons as last one.
When we arrive at T

the boat do not go

aboard all together
but one by one

TAKE YOUR SHOES OFF
when you get on
the boot. !

Check the propeller on damage !!!
Than we explain how to operate the
boat. A map is on the boat

If you have petrol excluded

check with our collaborator
than the petrol is full

3) Come back as fast as possible in
case of bad weather

or strong winds with waves. Remem-
ber that the

weather can change very fast at the
Garda lake. In case of emergency enter

the nearest harbour and phone.
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4) Follow the precedence rules, we will
explain them to you on the boat (in
case of doubt, slow down or stop)
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5) Navigate in a straight line, if you
make a turn watch carefully. No zigzag

6) A boat is like a car approved for a
certain number of

persons. No more than persons on
board than that is standing on the
flyer. Children and babies count as

7 - Sailing under the influence
of alcohol is strictly prohibited
(prison sentences in case of ac-
cident).

Irresponsible and dangerous
sailing is also severely
punished.

8 - Water skiing, wakeboarding and
other items that are pulled stay at least
500m from the coast and only with
valid boat license!.

9 - In the north (from Malcesine,
Limone) of Lake Garda no motor boats
are allowed (see map on boat)

10 - Professional boats (tour boats, po-
lice etc) should
absolutely not be hindered in harbours

or on the lake. Stay out their route.

11 Beware of rocks below the surface
near the coast (puts someone on the
front point and sail very slow if you go
near the cost). Most damages are caused
by this. Some

places have cliffs. (See map we give you)
Stay far away.

Do not pass under a bridge. The sunroof
is mostly to high

A) - Be back in time for the next tenant. 5
minutes before time to fill up the tank
gasoline . If you have petrol excluded you
have to fill up at the petrol station. If you
come back we fill it up again to see what
IS missing.

Also if itis only 2 or 3 litres you have to
pay this extra.

Late return will be charged with € 1 per
minute. If you want to stay longer you
must call to ask if the boat is free,

and indicating how long you want to stay.
Is the boat free,

we only charge the difference.

B) - The boat must be be brought back
clean, in the same

state, with the same equipment and the
propeller must be undamaged.

C) - The boat is for personal use and may
only be sailed by the tenant.

D) - The boats are hull insured with an
own contribution of 15% of the damage
with a minimum of € 150 (example - a
damage of € 175 you pay € 150 and with
a damage of € 5000 you pay € 750)

Do not forget. If you rent a boat you are
responsible for your behaviour on the wa-
ter. If the boat is confiscated by your own
fault, the costs will be passed on the cus-
tomer. Also damage caused by improper
use of the boat(accident under the influ-
ence, reckless behaviour sailing, etc.)
that are not covered by insurance will be
charged to you personally.

Come back slowly in a straight line to the
shore BETWEEN THE 2 YELLOW BUOYS

we hang you to the buoy. We bring you
back to the coast with the pedal boat.
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
